MINUTES OF THE REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING OF THE
COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FENNIMORE, GRANT COUNTY,
WISCONSIN HELD ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 174, 2025

The Regular Council meeting of the Common Council was called to order by Mayor Ryan Boebel at 5:30 p.m.

Roll Call was taken with the following alderpersons answering present: Chiefari, Kretschman, Roth, Day, Strack,
Streif, and Hagen. Director of Public Works Anthony Downing, and Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, Ashley Mumm were
also in attendance.

Agenda: Proof in the form of a certificate of public notice given as required by Section 19.84, Wis. Stats., as to the
holding of this meeting, was presented by the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer. Motion by Streif, second by Strack to approve
the proof of posting and agenda. Motion carried 7-0.

Public Hearing on 2026 City Budget: The public hearing began at 5:31pm by Mayor Boebel. Margaret Sprague
asked about the $300,000 for the library expansion. Discussion was had regarding where and how the funds would
be obtained, but it was determined that it wouldn’t affect the 2026 budget as presented. There was a motion by Streif,
and a second by Roth to close the public hearing and resume the regular meeting. Motion carried 7-0.
